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Often we run into freaks of nature, we meet
unpredictability and changeability of weath-
er. Last time they give consideration to reor-
ganization of urban environment to environ-
ment which is very comfortable for people.
This concept-project «Air» includes the
group of elements which are the most sim-
ple in the production, using the minimum
of materials.

Three elements:

Stop pavilion is intended for separate ur-
ban sections,

is intended for park zones and making
air passages.
Tower could be placed among highways
and pedestrian areas.

The whole contraction consists of tubes,
which work on principle of non electri-
cal conditioner (nanomechanism is in-
side). This conditioner transforms air,
sucks it and blows it with the bigger speed
and makes by these planes which protect
against the rain, snow, wind, heating cold
air in winter and protecting against the
bright sun in summer.

Besides this air is filtered. The tubes could
include phosphorus. It helps to make non
electrical light during night time.
